What we’ve been learning recently

Literacy — Over the past two weeks, the children have been learning an old favourite: The Gingerbread Man. We discussed
the characters and their personalities and we reimagined the story using different main characters. We had runaway
pancakes, meatballs and bananas!

Maths — Last week, the children explored the number 9 and its composition. This week, the focus has been on the number
10 and we’ve introduced the number bonds to 10.

On Tuesday, we learnt about Pancake Day and got to enjoy some
pancakes at snack time! On Wednesday, we celebrated St Piran’s Day. We learnt the story of St Piran, made Cornish flags and
had a go at learning The Trelawny National Anthem.
